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UNCRC to develop General Comment

on Children in Street Situations!

The Consortium for Street Children (CSC) is delighted to

share the good news with the International Police

0 CONSORTIUM FOR | Association that the UN Committee on the Rights of the

STREET CHILDREN = Child will develop a General Comment on Children in
Street Situations.

This is a monumental development at the highest level
that will influence policy and practice at international, national and local levels to help
bring about positive change in the lives of street-connected children. This comes
two decades after the UN General Assembly first called for a General Comment on
street children, and follows a pivotal meeting in Geneva on 28" May.

CSC brought a small delegation to Geneva for this meeting and was fortunate to be
given the opportunity to share our stories with Mr Pierre Moulin, as President of your
Association, the evening before the meeting. On behalf of the IPA, Mr Moulin
ensured that the Association added its support to a cross-sector joint letter to the UN
Committee setting out clearly why a General Comment on Children in Street
Situations is necessary.

What is a General Comment?

A General Comment is issued by the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child i an
independent body of 18 experts with a
rights worldwide, by holding Governments to account for the implementation of the
UN Convention on the Rights of the Child. General Comments provide an
authoritative interpretation of the rights contained in the articles and provisions of the
Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC). They ar e based on
experience of monitoring reports from State parties and the systematic violations,
misunderstood provisions or emerging issues relevant to the treaties. This includes
the vital relationship between street children and the police, who are often the first
and main point of contact for any child connected to the street. In essence, the
General Comment will provide the guidance that States need to scale up appropriate
rights-based approaches within this sector, enabling partnerships with non-
Government actors to be more agile and more responsive. It carries the potential for
better policies, better interventions and better results for children in street situations
as well as for children at risk of moving on to the streets.

Why is it important?

In the 1990s there was a surge of international interest in street children following the
Candelaria Massacre in Brazil where street children were shot dead by police whilst
sleeping on the steps of a church. However, during the last two decades the issue of
street children has been marginalised in international development debates and
national plans of action. Street-connected children suffer multiple, repeated,
violations of their rights. They are both an urgent and a complex issue for policy
makers to deal with. Police forces and individual officers come under pressure to
enforce public security, sometimes at the expense of human rights.
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Street children have been both side-
lined from public agendas and
cleared from central public spaces.
But children continue to move on to
the streets of towns and cities
across the globe. This is why CSC
launched the International Day for
Street Children in 2011, which the
International Police Association has
supported since its inception. As the
Committee moves forward on
development of the General
Comment (a process of up to 2
years), we believe it is vital that the
Association and its members form
part of the consultations, to share

your stories and good practices from policing that enable the Committee to take
account of the realities of police work, and to write a General Comment that supports
rights-based policing on the ground. Together we need to break down barriers and
build trusting relations between police, children in street situations and the NGOs

supporting them.

We are grateful to
all our supporters who have supported and contributed to this journey so far, and
look forward to working in partnership with the Association and its members to
